Hvert femte sekund dgr et barn under 15 ar et sted i verden

Bgrn fra lande med den hgjeste bgrnedgdelighed har 60 gange sa stor
risiko for at dg i de fgrste fem levear end bgrn fra lande med den laveste
dgdelighed.

Omkring 6,3 millioner bgrn under 15 ar dgde i 2017, og det svarer til, at et
barn dgr hvert femte sekund et sted i verden.

Det viser en ny opggrelse fra WHO og Unicef.

Det store flertal af disse dgdsfald — 5,4 mio. — forekommer i de fgrste fem
levear af b@grnenes levetid, og nyfgdte udger halvdelen af dgdsfaldene.

New study by the UN Inter-agency Group for Child Mortality Estimation released on
18 September 2018 reveals that the world has made considerable progress in
reducing child mortality since 1990. The under-five morality rate has declined by 58
per cent since 1990, and the number of under-five deaths dropped from 12.6 million
in 1990 to 5.4 million in 2017.

Key findings:

o The remarkable progress in improving child survival since 1990.

o In 2017, 5.5 million children under five years old died (15,000 every day)
compared to 12.6 million in 1990 (34,000 every day)

o Globally, under five mortality rate dropped to 39 deaths per 1,000 live births in
2017 from 93 in 1990 — a 58 per cent decline.

o The mortality among children aged 5-14 declined by 52 per cent from 1.7
million to 0.9 million.

o The majority of child and young adolescent deaths occurred during the earliest
ages with 85 per cent of the 6.3 million deaths in 2017 occurring in the first five
years of life.

o Most children under five died from preventable or treatable causes like
complications during birth, pneumonia, diarrhoea, neonatal sepsis and malaria.

o In 2017, children and young adolescent faced the highest risk of dying in the
first month of life with an average of 18 deaths per 1,000 live births globally.
